We were very fortunate to have the Royal Thai Consul General from Vancouver, his Deputy, and the Director of 
Thai Trade Centre come to visit during the Festival and participate in our success.  They were greatly impressed 
by our Pavilion and our community.  Indeed, they have indicated that they will try their best to get support from 
the Thai government to help us become even more successful in the future years. 

 
The volunteers were too numerous to mention everyone by name. However, individually and 
collectively we were all responsible for our success.  All of us deserve credit for caring enough 
about our community and our cultural heritage to come out and help.  We do hope that even 
more will be volunteering next year and participating in the celebration of our continuing 
success.
