ATA’s Annual General Meeting was held on June 12,
2013 at City Arts Centre. There were 17 members in
attendance when President Jitra Kriangkum called
the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. This AGM was one
of the most important meetings in the life of our
Association, since in addition to giving the
membership update reports on its activities and
financial status of the past year, the Executive Board
also sought members’ approval of several critical
motions.

These motions included membership authorization
for the Board to continue negotiations and planning
as regards the Thai Centre, to call a special general
meeting before the partnership agreement is
concluded, and to change ATA’s financial year to
January 1 if it is advantageous to us and the
partnership. A motion was also put forward to

increase the number of Vice-Presidents to two
thereby making ATA’s operation more efficient.
After some discussion, the votes were called and all
motions were passed unanimously. (Note that the
change to the financial year and the inclusion of a
second Vice-President are Bylaw amendments which
must be approved and registered).

Two executive positions, i.e. Vice-President and
Treasurer, required election, each for a two-year
term. Maurice Rousseau and Thosaphol Harn-
vivattanakit (Tommy Harn) were nominated for the
respective posts. As no new nominations came
forward from the floor, the two nominees were
elected by acclamation.

The meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
