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2014 AGM and Election Results

The Alberta Thai Association’s annual general meeting was
held at the South Edmonton Sejong Multicultural Centre on

June 11, 2014. Special guests-including the Honorable Consul

General Dennis Anderson, representatives from Prince Rupert
Community League (Victor Dorian) and Terra Centre (Karen
Mottershead), as well as a City of Edmonton Facilitator

(Heather O’Hearn)-attended along with active members
(quorum present).

President Jitra Kriangkum called the meeting to order. She
informed attendees of the AGM’s two main emphases: 1) to
present Annual Reports on activities, financial, and the Thai
Centre project; and 2) to elect a new President, Secretary and
Second Vice-President. The President began with her report on
administrative business while Secretary Wanapa Intaprasert
gave a summary of the Association’s annual activities. An
audited annual financial report was circulated among attendees
as Treasurer Thosaphol (Tommy) Harnvivattanakit reviewed
the Association’s financial affairs.

Vice-President Maurice Rousseau then reported on the
progress of the Thai Centre Project, which is in partnership
with the Prince Rupert Community League, the Terra Centre
and the City of Edmonton, that it is moving slowly with many
meetings with partners, legal advisors and architect. The status

right now is in “legal process.” Rousseau was hopeful that the
building will be up by 2016.

After each report was presented and questions from the floor
being answered, the Executives called to hear motions to
accept. The assembly moved in favour of all reports.

The election of President, Secretary and Second Vice-
President began after a refreshment break. Election Chair,
Maurice Rousseau first reminded the assembly of the
positions available, eligibility requirements, and nominating
and voting procedures, and then called for an election. In the
end, Suwanee (Sue) Ooraikul Thomas, Wanapa Intaprasert
and Jitra Kraingkum were elected for the positions of
President, Secretary and Second Vice-president, respectively.
A huge applause of appreciation and thank-you was given by
the assembly to outgoing President Jitra Kraingkum.
Congratulations to all.

Honourary Consul General Dennis Anderson, in his speech to
the general meeting, expressed his pleasure in working with
the Alberta Thai Association. He commended the Association
for operating successfully under the strong leadership of
many good leaders.
